Dueling Arts International’s 
Annual Summer Theatrical Combat Workshop  

July 21 to August 4, 2019 

 
 
Taking place on the campus of Southeast Missouri State University in Cape Girardeau along 
the edge of the Mississippi River, this two-week workshop provides intensive training for both 
Beginning and Intermediate Theatrical Combatants.  Training will be all day every day 
beginning on the morning of Sunday July 21 and conclude in the early afternoon of Sunday 
August 4, including a half-day on Saturday, July 27.  Sunday, July 28 will be free for rest and 
relaxation.  Shared housing will be available from Saturday July 20 to Sunday August 4.  Travel 
arrangements should be made to accommodate these dates.  
 
Beginning Theatrical Combat will provide beginning level training in the six disciplines of 
Unarmed Theatrical Combat, Broadsword, Rapier & Dagger, Single Rapier, Smallsword and 
Quarterstaff.  Students who complete the training may take the Beginning (Level I) Theatrical 
Combatant Skills Test in the disciplines listed above as provided by the Dueling Arts International 
training curriculum.  
 
Intermediate Theatrical Combat will provide intermediate level training in the six disciplines of 
Contemporary Theatrical Violence, Broadsword, Rapier & Dagger, Single Rapier, Smallsword 
and Quarterstaff.  Students who complete the training may take the Intermediate (Level II) 
Theatrical Combatant Skills Test in the disciplines listed above as provided by the Dueling Arts 
International training curriculum.   Prior Training and / or consent of Instructors required!  
 
Warm-ups and Special Evening Classes will also introduce students to T’ai Chi, Knife Fighting, 
Sword & Buckler, Double Rapier and perhaps Sword & Cloak TBD.  It may be possible attend 
only one week if you are only seeking training in 3 disciplines, but priority will be given to those 
students who choose to attend both weeks of training.  Please call to discuss further. 
 
Fee for Both Weeks: $1,500 for Tuition and Housing Inclusive.  A non-refundable deposit of 
$300.00 is due by May 21, 2019.  All other fees are due by June 21, 2019 unless other previous 
arrangements are agreed to.  No refunds will be given after June 21, 2019!
